I just talked to my Dad.  He said he talked to your mom, she said she had fallen, but that she was doing ok.  
 

I found out that Tommy Sharpling married to Tracy that had the baby in Belah, is the son of Billy Sharpling that lives in Fla.  
 

Daddy had the info about him because both the father and son are named William Thomas Sharpling.  So when Tommy got a DWI, the paper reported his legal name of William Thomas Sharpling, Jr.  My Dad about had  cow!  Daddy investigated it, it was the first time anyone had the same exact name as his.
 

I'm still working slowly but surley on the lines.
Found where Martha Jane Sharpling Woodall lived in Pike Co., MS in1910. The census shows her as having 14 children, but only 7 were still living.  The children still at hom were John D. Jr., Mary L., George W., and one name that looked like Professor.
 

I've about decided that Martha & William D.'s little brother George W. must have died young.  I can't find any trace of him in the 1900 census anywhere.  My grandmother told me that their mother had died in some type of an epedemic, so maybe the little brother did also.  
 

I do know that Sarah Ann Jones was William H. Sharplin's second wife (haven't found any proof of marriage yet).  His first wife, Charity Hall, ended up in the Monroe area in 1860.
 

I need to inestigate more, but all of the records in MS. archives are different.  They charge you $15.00 just to look up a record, then they charge you for the record itself.  I need to find someone that lives in MS., then the $15.00 charge is waived.
 

There was another William H. Sharplin in the family, so I have to be really careful not to confuse the info on them.
